All returning players will be able to register “online” from the 15th of January 2012


Instructions for On-Line Registration is attached separately.

The instructions include the passwords to players in your household necessary for registering on-line.

Note however that all new registrations must be made in person on the dates provided below.

Registration for new players, and for those who do not wish to register online, will be held at the St John Bosco College Hall (Waratah St. Engadine) on the following days:

Players are reminded that registrations received after 2.00 pm on the 5th of February will depend purely on team vacancies. As a returning player, you will still be able to lodge your application online however acceptance for registration will occur only if there is a vacancy in the age group/team you are applying for & the late registration fee will apply

(SSF) = Small Sided Football
A “Family Discount” applies to the fourth and subsequent family members with the Registration Fee being waived.  The discount applies to the youngest family members first.  The discount applies only to family members residing at the same address who register on the above registration days.  Please note: There is a 4th player free option to “tick” when registering on-line.
When registering online only one family member of the household must pay the “Household levy.” One family member must tick this box during online registration and the cost will be added accordingly.
Applications to register will not be accepted until all registration fees and outstanding fees (as applicable) are paid in full and processed by the Club.

All new players must present an original birth certificate or Passport at the time of registration.  A birth certificate extract is acceptable, however photocopies cannot be accepted.  All new players will also need to produce proof of residency in the Sutherland Shire at the time of registration.

We will have EFTPOS, MasterCard and Visa card payment facilities available on the registration days.  Unfortunately we will not be able to accept payment through Diners or American Express.  Of course cash and cheques are also acceptable.

Player’s Uniforms
All players registered in the U18s and older age groups will be required to purchase their own shirts, shorts and socks.  The complete uniform will be theirs to keep, so they will be responsible to replace or repair it if it becomes lost or damaged.  All other players, (U6 to U16s inclusive), will be provided with a loan shirt, but they will still have to purchase their own shorts and socks.
Players that are given loan shirts will have their shirts issued by the manager of their team closer to the start of the season, just like we have done in the past.  At the end of the season the manager will collect the shirts and advise the Committee who has not returned their shirts.  Players that do not return their shirts will be charged the cost of a replacement shirt.  Failure to pay for shirts that were not returned may render the player ineligible to register for the next season, until the payment is made.  If you still have any “loaned shirts” at home please bring them with you on the registration days, as we will need them to make up kits for 2012.  A copy of the Club’s Uniform and Equipment Policy can be found on our web site and it is part of the terms and conditions section of the online rego..

Shirts will be for sale (U18s and older age groups only) at $35, shorts will be $35 and socks are $12. 

These items and other merchandise will be on sale at the registration days held in the College. There will be other opportunities prior to the season’s kickoff where these items will be available for purchasing at the Woronora Heights Oval Clubhouse (please check the website for further details.) 
Match Fees

The Club Fees are made up of the Fees to Register and the Match Fees.  Match Fees is a term used to describe the deferred part of the Club Fees, payable by Round 3, to ease the financial burden of having to pay all of the Club Fees at the time of registration.  Match Fees are payable on a team basis.  All registered players in each team are required to pay an equal share of the Match Fees.  Failure to pay the Match Fees will result in the player having their ID Cards revoked making them ineligible to play.  Match Fees are not adjusted on an individual or attendance basis.  Similarly there will be no refund for washed out games or byes.  Any such monies will be used to offset operating costs and to keep fee increases to a minimum.  The basis for Match Fees is set by the Sutherland Shire Football Association and varies between age groups.  A copy of the Club’s Match Fee Policy can be found on our web site.

Nominations to participate as Coach, Ground Appointed Referee or to assist the Committee

The Club encourages all those interested in assisting the Club as a Coach, Manager and / or Ground Appointed Referee to complete the nomination form available on the registration days. For those registering online simply tick the box allocated during the Online Registration. Alternatively you can chose to send an email to (grading@boscofc.org.au).  The Club will be promoting an aspiration for our Coaches to have some form of accreditation.  To assist them in those endeavours we will be subsidising the cost of Grassroots and Junior License Courses that will be conducted at Woronora Heights Ovals in 2012. Further details to come.

Please note that to be eligible to be a SSF Referee you must play for one of our teams in the 2012 season OR have played for us previously and are currently playing in a representative team.

Ground Control Duties

All players and / or parents are required to participate in Ground Control activities which consist of field set up, monitoring completion of match cards, crowd control, BBQ and occasionally assisting in refereeing games.  We expect a reasonable roll up when your team is rostered on to Ground Control.  Failure to have enough help from your team may result in requests for extra duty being allocated to your team.

Pre-season fitness and skills training
To help you back into the swing of football the club has organised some pre-season fitness and skills development courses as follows: Pre Season Physical Training Program  -  These will be held on the Tuesday nights commencing 14th February 2012 thru to the 6th March 2012, at Woronora Heights oval, 6.30 pm  - 8.00 pm. Goal Keeping Training  -  This will be U8’s up. Dates will be pre season - yet to be confirmed.
Nursery Squad

In 2012 we will be introducing a Nursery squad, for 3, 4 & 5 year olds, it be on Sunday mornings and will commence when the season commences on the 25th of March.
